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New Discoveries in Calabria bring the Lupia Family
Ancestry back over 350 years.
Records recently uncov­
ered in the ancient parish of
Santa Maria Del Monte Car­

melo at Carlopoli are telling
an amazing story. It places
the Lupia family arriving in
Carlopoli sometime be­
tween 1773 and 1796 with
the birth record of our

Giuseppe Lupia born in
1798 and the marriage of
his parents in 1796. It also
links him to the area of the

first known origins of the
Lupia name in Scigliano thus
most likely connecting us

with the other Lupia fami­
lies in Calabria. A fellow

researcher was able to get
into the church and photo­
graph the exact record
books with their records.

Seeing the old Lupia docu­
ments dating into the
1700's in Carlopoli was a
very exciting event. What
followed shortly afterwards
is something only one can
imagine. Giuseppe who was
once our first known ances­

tor, married Giuseppina
Mussari in 1844. A few days

ago, more records have
emerged from this ancient
parish on the Mussari family
and the images we now
have, document their exis­

tence in Carlopoli over 360
years ago. Of the several
records documenting every
generation, the records of
marriage for Giuseppe Mus­
sari in 1646 and Giuseppe
Guzzo in 1643 documents

our ancestors in Carlopoli
over 365 years ago. All of
this is planned to be pub­
